That after public notice and hearing as prescribed by law, 
the following districts established by the Zoning Commission of the 
District of Columbia, as shown in the Official Zoning Map and Atlases, 
are hereby modified and amended as folluws: 

68-19 Proposed change in the Zoning Regulations to permit the District 
of Columbia Board of Education greater flexibility in the loca- 
tion and design of public school buildings in residential zones 
as folluws: 

Add the following definition in proper alphabetical order: 

School, public: a building operated and maintained by the 
District of Columbia Board of Education for educational purposes and 
such other Community uses as deemed necessary and desirable. 
shall include all educational functions, the buildings or structures 
required to house them and all accessory uses normally incidental to 
a public school including but not restricted to athletic fields, field 
houses, gymnasiums, parking lots, green houses, playgrounds, stadiums, 
and open space. The term also shall include a community-centered school 
campus provided no part of the building or structure shall be used to 
house the administrative offices or maintenance and repair shop intended 
or used for the entire school system, or as a technical or vocational 
school.

Use Regulation: 

Add to section 3101 a new subparagraph 3101.311 to read: 

"3101.311 Public schools, subject to the p,rovisions of 
Article 72 of these regulations." 

Amend paragraph 3201.2 by adding new subparagraphs 3201.28 
and 3201.29 as follows: 

"3201.28 In an R-1 and R-2 District, a public school 
building or structure may be erected to a height not exceeding - 60 feet. 
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"3201.29 In  an R-3 ,  R-4 ,  R-5-A, and R-5-B D i s t r i c t ,  a 
publ ic  school bui lding or  s t r u c t u r e  may be e rec t ed  t o  a 
height  not exceeding ~ 90 feet.''

Add t o  s e c t i o n  3302 a new paragraph 3302.2 as  follows: 

"3302.2 I n  an R - 1  and R-2 D i s t r i c t  the  maximum f l o o r  a rea  
r a t i o  requirements appl icable  i n  each d i s t r i c t  may be increased 
f o r  s p e c i f i c  pub l i c  school bui ldings or  s t r u c t u r e s ,  provided, 
t he  t o t a l  g ross  f l o o r  a rea  of a l l  bu i ld ings  and s t r u c t u r e s  
on t h e  campus s h a l l  not exceed a f l o o r  a rea  r a t i o  of .9 .  
In  an R-3, R-4, R-5-A, and R-5 D i s t r i c t  t h e  maximum f l o o r  -- area  r a t i o  requirements appl icable  t o  each d i s t r i c t  may be 
increased f o r  s p e c i f i c  publ ic  school bui ldings o r  s t r u c t u r e s ,  
but s h a l l  not exceed foq f l o o r  a rea  r a t i o  prescr ibed f o r  the  
R-5-B D i s t r i c t .  
in the  f l o o r  area r a t i o  of a l l  pub l i c  school bui ldinps and 
s t r u c t u r e s  s h a l l  not exceed the  f l o o r  a rea  r a t i o  prescr ibed 
f o r  t he  R-5-C Dis t r ic t . "

Amend sec t ion  3303 by adding t o  the  t a b l e  i n  paragraph 3303.1 
a s  follows: 

In  sec t ion  headed R-1, l i n e  beginning "Church" add "public 
school" -- 

I n  sec t ions  headed R-3 and R-4, l i n e  beginning " R R  dwellings" 
add "public school." 

In  sec t ion  headed R-5-A, l i n e  beginning "Church" add "public 
school. I' 

Add a new paragraph 3303 a s  follows: 

"3303.2 A pub l i c  school bu i ld inq  may occupy the  upon 
which it  is located i n  excess of t h e  permitted percentage of 
- l o t  occupancy prescribed i n  paragraph 3303.1 provided t h a t  
t he  port ion of such bui lding excluding closed cour t s  exceeding 
the  permitted l o t  coverage does not exceed 20 f e e t  i n  height  
o r  two stories, and provided f u r t h e r ,  t h a t  d i r e c t  pedes t r ian  
access not l e s s  than 10 f e e t  i n  width from a t  l e a s t  two public 
rights-of-way s h a l l  be provided t o  each roof area used f o r  
these  purposes. Such roof area s h a l l  be used only f o r  open 
space, r ec rea t ion  areas  o r  o ther  a t h l e t i c  and f i e l d  equip- 
ment areas  i n  l i e u  of s i m i l a r l y  used space normally located 
a t  ground level."

Amend section 3305 by adding a new paragraph as follows: 

"3305.7 In  t h e  case of a l o t  located i n  an B-1 o r  R-2 
District proposed t o  be used by a pgbLic school which abuts  
or adjoins  on one o r  more s i d e  l o t  l i n e s  a public open 
space, r ec rea t ion  a rea ,  or  reserva t ion ,  t he  required s i d e  
pard may be reduced o r  omitted." 

Amend A r t i c l e  75, s ec t ion  7515 by adding a new paragraph 
a s  follows: 

"7515.2 Solely for the  purpose of encouraging open arcades 
i n  publ ic  bui ldings a t  sidewalk l e v e l  o r  a t  o ther  loca t ions  
e i t h e r  above o r  below grade thereby permit t ing a publ ic  
bui lding design which w i l l  provide more open space f o r  publ ic  
uses without loss of f l o o r  space,  such open arcade a reas  
s h a l l  not be computed a s  pa r t  of t he  gross floor area  of t h e  - build&, subjec t  t o  condi t ions spec i f i ed  below: 

a ,  Open arcades s h a l l  be permitted i n  a l l  R, S-P, and 
C Districts provided t h a t  t he  use of arcade a reas  
s h a l l  be r e s t r i c t e d  t o  educat ional ,  a t h l e t i c ,  
r ec rea t iona l  and c u l t u r a l  uses. 

b. The open arcade s h a l l  be open on a t  l e a s t  two 
s ides  f o r  t he  e n t i r e  d i s tance  along each s ide ;  
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
