On motion duly made, seconded and car r ied ,  with 
Arthur B. Hatton dissent ing,  the following Order of the  ~ o a r d  
was entered a t  the  meeting of October 21, 1969. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - May 11, 1970 

ORDERED : 

That the  appeal fo r  variance from the  s ide  yard require- 
ments of the  R-1-B D i s t r i c t  t o  permit a one s tory  r ea r  addi- 
t ion  a t  3427 - 34th Place, NW., Lot 93, Square 2076, be 
p a r t i a l l y  granted conditionally. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The subject  property i s  located i n  an R-1-B D i s t r i c t .  

2. The property is  improved with a two-story single-  
family dwelling. 

3. Appellant proposes t o  e r ec t  a one s to ry  r ea r  addition 
t o  the  subject  dwelling. 

4. The ex is t ing  dwelling i s  approximately 50 years old 
and was constructed with a f i ve  foot  s ide  yard. 

5. It i s  proposed t o  construct  the addition a t  the same 
5 foot  s e t  back from the s ide  property l i n e  as  the  ex is t ing  
dwelling. 

6. No opposition t o  the  granting of t h i s  appeal was 
regis tered a t  the  public hearing. 

OPINION : 
W e  a re  of the  opinion t h a t  appellant  has proven a hard- 

ship  within the  meaning of the variance clause of the  Zoning 
Regulations and t h a t  a denial  of the  requested r e l i e f  w i l l  
r e s u l t  i n  pecu l ia r  and exceptional p r a c t i c a l  d i f f i c u l t i e s  and 
undue hardship upon the  owner. 
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O P I N I O N  C o n t ' d :  

Fu r the r ,  we hold t h a t  the requested re l ief  can be granted 
w i t h o u t  subs t an t i a l  d e t r i m e n t  t o  the publ ic  good and w i t h o u t  
subs t an t i a l l y  i m p a i r i n g  the i n t e n t ,  purpose and i n t e g r i t y  of 
the zone plan as e m b o d i e d  i n  the Z o n i n g  R e g u l a t i o n s  and Map.  

T h i s  O r d e r  sha l l  be subject  t o  the f o l l o w i n g  condi t ion:  

A p p e l l a n t  sha l l  l i m i t  any addi t ion  constructed t o  the 
e x i s t i n g  porch l i n e  boundary ( B r o w n  l i n e  on BZA E x h i b i t  
No.  1 2 ,  BZA F i l e  No.  1 0 1 6 2 ) .
