3, Appellant request permission to erect 2nd story addition to
existing single family dwelling,

4, Appellant stated that the two story rear addition was torn down
due to a leaky roof,

5, All of appellant's neighbors have two floor rear additions,

6., No opposition was registered at the Public Hearing as to the
granting of this appeal,

OPINION:

We are of the opinion that appellant has proved a hardship within
the meaning of the variance clause of the Zoning Regulations and that a
denial of the requested relief will result in peculiar and exceptional
practical difficulties and undue hardship upon the owner,

Further, we hold that the requested relief can be granted without
substantial detriment to the public good and without substantially
impairing the intent, purpose and integrity of the zone plan as embodied
in the Zoning Regulations and Map.
