That the appeal of Grace Evangelical ILutheran Church of the Unadulterated
Augsburg Confession of Wash., D. C., Inc. for a variance from the side
yvard requirements of the R-1-B Dist. to permit 2nd story to church at
l6th and Varnum Sts., N.W., lots 804 and 806, Square 2648, be granted.

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. The subject property is located in a R-1-B District.
2, The property is improved with a church and parish hall.

3. Appellant requests a variance in side yard requirements to
permit second story addition.

4., The addition proposed by appellant will not extend beyond the
existing walls of the parish house and will be puting a room on top of
another room that exists.

5. There was no opposition registered at the public hearing as
to the granting of this appeal.

OPINION:

We are of the opinion that appellant has proved a hardship within
the meaning of the variance clause of the Zoning Regulations and that
a denial of the requested relief will result in peculiar and exceptional
practical difficulties and undue hardship upon the owner.

Further we hold that the requested relief can be granted without
substantial detriment to the public good and without substantially

impairing the intent, purpose and integrity of the zone plan as
embodied in the Zoning Regulations and Map.
