On motion duly made, seconded and car r ied  with the  
absence of Howard H. Mackey, t he  following Order of theBoard 
was entered a t  the  meeting of January 18, 1972. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - March 29, 1972 

ORDERED : 

That the appeal fo r  permission t o  change a nonconforming 
use from o f f i c e  and showroom t o  radio  and TV shop a t  1729 
20th S t r ee t ,  NW., Lot 19, Square 110, be condi t ional ly  granted. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The subject  property is  located i n  a R-5-B D i s t r i c t ,  

2. The property is  improved with a two (2 )  s t o ry  br ick  
building.  

3 .  The property contains a s t o r e  on the  f i r s t  f l oo r ,  
apartment on the  second f loor ,  and two-car garage on the  a l l ey .  

4, Appellant s t a t ed  t h a t  the  subject  property has always 
been occupied f o r  business purposes. 

5. Appellant request permission t o  change a nonconforming 
use from o f f i c e  and showroom t o  radio and TV shop. 

6. The radio  and TV shop s h a l l  be r e t a i l  s a l e s  only with 
r epa i r s  included, However, the  bulk of the  business w i l l  be 
the  servic ing of te levis ions .  

7. No opposition t o  the  granting of t h i s  appeal was 
reg i s te red  a t  the  public hearing. 
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OPINION: 

W e  are of the opinion tha t  th i s  use w i l l  not  have an 
adverse affect upon the present character and f u t u r e  develop- 
ment of the neighborhood and w i l l  not  subs t an t i a l l y  impair 
the purpose, i n t e n t  o r  i n t e g r i t y  of the Z o n i n g  R e g u l a t i o n s  
and Map. 

T h i s  O r d e r  shal l  be subject t o  the f o l l o w i n g  condition: 

( a )  No neon o r  gas tube displays shal l  be located on 
the outs ide  of the bu i ld ing  nor shal l  any such 
displays, i f  placed in s ide  the bu i ld ing ,  be 
vis ible  f r o m  the outside.
