On motion duly made, seconded and unanimously ca r r ied ,  t h e  
following Order of t he  Board was entered a t  t h e  meeting of 
January 18, 1972. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER -- March 15, 1972 

ORDERED : 

That t h e  appeal for  permission t o  continue parking l o t  fo r  
f i v e  (5) years a t  1522-26 Church S t r e e t ,  N.W., l o t s  50-52, 
Square 194 be GRANTED. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The subject  property is located i n  an R-5-B D i s t r i c t .  

2 .  The property is presently used a s  la parking l o t .  

3 .  Appellant requests permission t o  extend use as a parking 
l o t  fo r  an addi t ional  f i v e  years.  

4. The Department of Highways and Traf f ic  offered no 
object ion t o  t he  granting of t h i s  spec ia l  exception t o  continue 
use of subject  property as a parking f a c i l i t y  fo r  a period of 
f i ve  years.  

5, A l e t t e r  was submitted from the  neighbors adjoining t h e  
subject  property commending the  use of t h e  property as  a parking 
l o t .  I t  was f e l t  t h a t  t h i s  use was f a r  superior  t o  i t s  pr io r  uses. 

6. There was no opposition regis tered a t  t h e  public hearing 
a s  t o  t he  granting of t h i s  appeal. 
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OPINION : 

We are  of t he  opinion t h a t  t h e  continuance of t h i s  parking 
l o t  w i l l  not c rea te  any dangerous o r  otherwise objectionable 
t r a f f i c  conditions. The present character  and fu ture  development 
of t he  neighborhood w i l l  not be adversely affected.  The l o t  is 
reasonably necessary and convenient t o  other uses in  t he  v ic in i ty .  

This Order s h a l l  be subject  t o  the  following conditions: 

a. Permit s h a l l  issue f o r  a period of f i v e  (5) years but  
s h a l l  be subject  t o  renewal i n  t h e  d i sc re t ion  of t he  Board upon 
the  f i l i n g  of a new appeal in  the  manner prescribed by the  
Zoning Regulations. 

b. A l l  areas devoted t o  driveways, access lanes,  and parking 
areas s h a l l  be  maintained with a paving of material  forming an 
all-weather impervious surface. 

c .  An e ight  (8) inch coping s h a l l  be erected and maintained 
along each s i d e  of a l l  driveways t o  protect  t he  public space. 

d. Bumper stops s h a l l  be erected and maintained fo r  t he  
protect ion of a l l  adjoining buildings. 

e. No vehicle or any p a r t  thereof s h a l l  be permitted t o  
p ro jec t  over any l o t  or  building l i n e  or  on or over t h e  public 
space. 

f .  A l l  pa r t s  of the  l o t  s h a l l  be kept f r ee  of refuse or  
debris  and s h a l l  be paved or  landscaped. Landscaping s h a l l  be 
maintained i n a h e a l t h y  growing condition and i n  a neat and 
orderly appearance. 

g. No other use s h a l l  be conducted from or upon the  premises 
and no s t ruc tu re  other than an a t tendant ' s  she l t e r  s h a l l  be erected 
or  used upon t h e  premises unless such use or  s t ruc tu re  is otherwise 
permitted i n  t h e  zoning d i s t r i c t  i n  which the  parking l o t  is 
located. 
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h. Any l i gh t i ng  used t o  i l l u m i n a t e  the parking l o t  or i t s  
accessory b u i l d i n g  sha l l  be so  arranged t h a t  a l l  direct  rays of 
such l i gh t i ng  are con f ined  t o  the  surface of the parking l o t .  

T h e  B o a r d  reserves the  r ight  t o  direct  revocation of the 
occupancy p e r m i t  upon a proper s h o w i n g  t h a t  any t e r m s  o r  cond i t i ons  
of t h i s  O r d e r  have been v io la ted .
