On motion duly made, seconded and unanimously ca r r ied ,  
the following Order of the Board was entered a t  the meeting of 
June 13, 1972. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - June 14, 1972 

ORDERED t 

That the appeal f o r  variance from the provisions of Section 
7204 t o  permit o f f - s t r e e t  parking space l e s s  than 9 x 19 f o r  
dancing school a t  2009 Benning Road, NE. ,  Lot 811, Square 4515, 
be granted. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The sub jec t  property i s  located i n  a C-2-A D i s t r i c t .  

2. The  property is  improved with a two-story br ick  
bui ld ing with basement. The basement i s  used as  storage. 

3. The f i r s t  f l oo r  of the bui ld ing i s  used as the dance 
s tudio  and the second f loo r  i s  used a s  a p rac t ice  room. 

4. The appellant  request a variance from the provisions 
of Section 7204 t o  permit o f f - s t r ee t  parking space less than 
9 x 19. 

5. The variance on one of the  parking space i s  less 
than one foot  i n  t h a t  the  ac tua l  s i z e  of the parking space i s  

9 x 8.48 f e e t .  

6. Appellant s t a t ed  t h a t  the  denia l  of t h i s  appl ica t ion 
would work an undue hardship on him i n m t  being ab le  t o  u t i l i z e  
h i s  property t o  h i s  b e s t  advantage. 
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7 .  T h e r e  w a s  no objection registered as t o  the granting 
of th i s  appeal, 

OPINION: 

We are of the opinion that  the appellant has proven a 
s u f f i c i e n t  a m o u n t  of hardship as  requested by the Z o n i n g  
R e g u l a t i o n s  and the recent case of G a r d n e r  E ,  P a l m e r  vs. 
B o a r d  of Z o n i n g  A d j u s t m e n t ,  

We are of the opinion tha t  appellant  has proved a hard- 
ship w i t h i n  the m e a n i n g  of the variance clause of the Z o n i n g  
R e g u l a t i o n s  and tha t  a d e n i a l  of the requested rel ief  w i l l  
r e s u l t  i n  peculiar and exceptional practical d i f f i c u l t i e s  and 
undue hardship upon the owner, 

Further ,  w e  hold tha t  the requested relief can be granted 
w i t h o u t  s ubs t an t i a l  d e t r i m e n t  t o  the public good and w i t h o u t  
s ubs t an t i a l l y  i m p a i r i n g  the i n t e n t ,  purpose and i n t e g r i t y  of the 
zone plan as embodied i n  the Z oning R e g u l a t i o n s  and Map.
