ORDERED: 

Application of M. F r a n k  Meenehan for  var iance  f r o m  tlie s ide  y a r d  
provis ions  fo r  R-1-A Di s t r i c t  to  p e r m i t  erect ion of addition ( ca rpo r t )  within 
the  y a r d  of a single family  dwelling a t  2928 El l icot t  T e r r a c e ,  N. W . ,  lo t  34, 
Square  2270 be  GRANTED. 

FINDINGS O F  FACT: 

1. Subject p roper ty  is located in a n  R-1-A Dis t r i c t  which i s  defined 
by. the  Zoning Regulations a s  an  a r e a  accomodating one family  detached 
dwellings; low density.

2. Applicant s eeks  t o  const ruct  a two c a r  c a r p o r t  in the  s ide  yard  of 
h i s  single family  dwelling. Applicant needs a var iance  f r o m  the  s ide  ya rd  
provis ions  (eight  feet)  t o  p e r m i t  the  erect ion of the  p roposed  addition within 
h i s  yard.  

3. The s ide  y a r d  which the  applicant  i s  capable of providing i s  approxi-  
ma te ly  t h r e e  feet.  

4. Test imony re la ted  t o  the  Board that  applicant needs  the d e s i r e d  
rel ief  in , o rde r  that  he  can provide two n e c e s s a r y  off s t r e e t  parking spaces .  
Applicant f u r the r  added that  the p roposed  c a r p o r t  wil l  b e  covered,  

5.  No opposition against  the application here in  was voiced a t  the  
public hear ing n o r  w e r e  any l e t t e r s  in opposition submitted to the  f i le  fo r  
the  Board '  s consideration,  

OPINION: 

The Board  ha s  h e a r d  the  tes t imony and reviewed the  en t i re  r e c o r d  a s  
presented by the applicant herein, and i s  of the  opinion that  justifiable reasons  
war ran t ing  the  GRANTING of the  requested relief have been demonstra ted.  
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Pu r suan t  to Section 7401.2, a ca rpo r t  i s  to be attached to  the  main  
building unless  approved by this  Board otherwise.  In the  p re sen t  c a s e  
the  Board i s  sa t isf ied that  the proposed ca rpo r t  i s  so  located on the  lo t  and 
adhe re s  to the res t r ic t ions  s e t  fo r th  in  Section 7205, conditions for  a c c e s s o r y  
open parking spaces .  

The  plans  submitted and the  reasons  for  the  proposed c a r p o r t  will  aid 
in  alleviating the on - s t r ee t  parking and potential congestion. 

We a r e  of the  opinion that  appellant ha s  proved a hardship;  within the  
meaning of the var iance  c lause  of the  Zoning Regulations and that  a denial 
of the  requested relief will  r e su l t  in pecul iar  and exceptional p rac t ica l  
difficulties and undue hardsh ip  upon the  owner, 

F u r t h e r ,  we hold that  the requested relief  can be  granted without 
substantial  de t r iment  to  the  public good and without substantial ly impai r ing  
the  intent, purpose and integr i ty  of the  zone plan a s  embodied i n  the  Zoning 
Regulations and Map.
