ORDERED: 

That  the  application of Ca i ro  Development Assoc ia tes  fo r  a specia l  
exception under  Section 3308 fo r  a roof s t ruc tu r e  and a var iance  f r o m  Section 
3306.2 t o  p e r m i t  a l tera t ion affecting l ight  and ventilation on a nonconforming 
cour t ,  f o r  the  remodeling of an  existing building a t  1615 0 St ree t ,  N. W . ,  Lo t  
800, Square  179, b e  GRANTED. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The p rope r ty  is located in  a n  R-5  -B Dis t r ic t .  

2.  The  proper ty  will b e  remodel  ed and conver ted into a twelve s to ry ,  
170 unit modera te - income ren ta l  apar tment  building. 

3. The  lo t  a r e a  i s  14, 050 squa re  feet.  

4. The al lowable a r e a  of roof s t ruc tu r e  i s  5, 198 squa re  feet ,  and the  
proposed roof s t r u c t u r e  will b e  within th i s  legal  limit. 

5. The roof s t ruc tu r e  will house mechanical  equipment, e levator  and 
stairs. 

6. The  m a t e r i a l  and color  of the  s t r e e t  facade of the  building will be  the  
existing stone and br ick ,  and t h e  m a t e r i a l  and color  of the  roof s t ruc tu r e  will 
be  matching s tone and brick.  

7. The  developers  wil l  add new windows opening onto an  existing non- 
conforming open court ,  T h e s e  windows a r e  requ i red  by the  building code 
f o r  light and ventilation. 
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8. Support f o r  th i s  application w a s  r eg i s t e r ed  by the  Dupont C i r c l e  
Cit izens Association.  

OPINION: 

The  Board  concludes that  the  new roof s t ruc tu r e  of th i s  existing a p a r t -  
m e n t  building wi l l  ha rmonize  with the  s t r e e t  f rontage of the  building in 
a r ch i t ec tu r a l  cha rac t e r ,  m a t e r i a l  and color ,  and wi l l  be  i n  harmony with 
the  purpose  and intent  of the  Zoning Regulations. 

F u r t h e r ,  the  Board concludes that  a var iance  f r o m  the  min imum court  
d imensions  of Section 3306.2 t o  p e r m i t  a l t e ra t ions  affecting light and ven-  
t i lat ion on a nonconforming cour t  will not  tend to  adverse ly  affect  surround-  
ing proper t i es .
