Application No. 11430, of United Ebenezer Methodist Church, for
a special exception as provided in Sec. 3101.42 to establish a
private school, grades 1 thru 6, consisting of 20 students and
2 teachers at 420 D Street SE., Lot 800, Square 820.

HEARING DATE: August 29, 1973
EXECUTIVE SESSION: September 11, 1973
FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. The subject property is a row house consisting of two
stories and a basement located in a R-4 District.

2. The property is owned by applicant and will be used by
the Capitol Hill Montessori School which is a non-profit organi-
Zation.

3. The prior use was for church school classes on the lst
floor, offices on the 2nd, and boy and girl scout activities in
the basement.

4. The initial enrollment will be 15. Three out of those
15 will come from outside the immediate neighborhood. The total
enrollment is to be no more than 20, There will be two teachers
and an aide.

5. The school will be operated during the hours of 9 a.m.
to 3 p.m.

6. No transportation will be provided by the school.
7. Under the Zoning Regulations, applicant is required
to have one off-street parking space. There are no parking

spaces located on the site.

8. Under the prior use no parking was required since it
was a church activity.

9. No opposition was registered at the public hearing,
however, a letter in opposition was submitted to the file.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW:

The Board is of the opinion that the proposed use is in
keeping with the past use history of the building and will have
no adverse affect upon the neighboring or adjoining properties
by reason of noise, traffic or number of students. We are further
of the opinion that the nature of this project is such that the
subject premises are reasonably necessary and convenient to the
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neighborhood which it is proposed to serve, and that by reason
of the previous use of the building which required no parking
spaces, applicant is confronted with a practical difficulty -
which upon strict application of the Zoning Regulations would
cause a hardship.

ORDERED:

That the request for a special exception and variance
from the parking requirements be GRANTED for a period of two
{(2) years.
