FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. The subject property is a two story brick residence in
an R-4 District.

2. Applicant wishes to establish a community service center
for destitute men and women.

3. Clothes donated to the organization would be repaired by
the women. After the clothes have been repaired they would be
given to needy people of the neighborhood.

4. No opposition was registered.

5. The proposed use will not be objectionable to neighboring
property and is convenient and necessary to the neighborhood.

6. The proposed use is not organized for profit.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW:

Based upon the above Findings of Fact, the Board is of the
opinion that the proposed community center is providing a much
needed service in this area of the city. We also feel that the
activities will not have an adverse affect on neighboring properties.

The Board further concludes that the nature of this project is
reasonably necessary and convenient to the neighborhood which it 1is
proposed to serve.
