t he  R-5-B zone, a t  t he  premises 1235 W Street ,  N. W., known as l o t  79, 
Square 271.

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The proposed use i s  permi t ted  i n  the  most r e s t r i c t i v e  zone 
d i s t r i c t  wherein t h e  e x i s t i n g  non-conforming use i s  permi t ted,  t h e  C-1 
zone. 

2. The a p p l i c a n t  t e s t i f i e d  a t  p u b l i c  hear ing  t h a t  he proposes 
t o  operate a car ry- out  f a c i l i t y  as a p a r t  o f  h i s  grocery s to re .  

3. The proposed del icatessen (carry- out)  use would c o n s i s t  o f  
t he  sales o f  h o t  and c o l d  sandwiches t o  customers who work and a t tend 
school i n  the  immediate v i c i n i t y  o f  t he  sub jec t  proper ty .  

4. Opposi t ion by the  Centra l  Northwest C i t i zens  Assoc ia t ion  
was s ta ted  a t  the  p u b l i c  hear ing on the  grounds t h a t  the proposed use 
would add t o  t h e  accumulation of t rash  t h a t  p resen t l y  e x i s t s  i n  the 
neighborhood and c reate  a d d i t i o n a l  t r a f f i c ,  both pedest r ian  and veh icu la r  
i n  the neighborhood. 

5. The a p p l i c a n t  proposes t o  operate t h e  de l ica tessen i n  quest ion 
seven days per  week f rom 9:00 o ' c lock  a.m. t o  12:OO o ' c l o c k  midn igh t .  

6. The oppos i t ion  t e s t i f i e d  t h a t  a t  l e a s t  eleven (11) o ther  
car ry- out  f a c i l i t i e s  a re  loca ted i n  the area near the  sub jec t  p roper ty  
bounded by F l o r i d a  Ave., N. W. on the  nor th,  U Street ,  N.W. on t he  South, 
11th St ree t ,  N, W. on the  eas t  and 14th  St ree t ,  N. W. on the west. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND O P I N I O N  

Based on the above f i n d i n g s  o f  f a c t ,  and the  record, t he  Board 
concludes t h a t  t h e  proposed use, which i s  proper f o r  a change of non- 
conforming use, i s  ob jec t ionab le  because i t  would tend t o  generate a 
de le te r i ous  ex terna l  a f f e c t  on the  neighborhood i n  which i t  i s  loca ted  
by reason o f  a n t i c i p a t e d  increase o f  t r a s h  on t h e  premises and t r a f f i c  
created by the  increased i n t e n s i t y  o f  use o f  t h e  sub jec t  proper ty .
