FINDINGS OF FACT: 

The proposed use is  permitted i n  the most r e s t r i c t i v e  zone 
d i s t r i c t  wherein the  exis t ing non-conforming use is  permitted, the C-1 
zone.

i n  the neighborhood.

6. The opposition t e s t i f i e d  t h a t  a t  l e a s t  eleven (11) other 
carry-out f a c i l i t i e s  a r e  located i n  the area near the subject property 
bounded by Florida Ave., N. W .  on the north, U S t r ee t ,  N . W .  on the South, 
11th S t r ee t ,  N .  W .  on the eas t  and 14th S t r ee t ,  N .  W .  on the west. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND OPINION 

Based on the above findings of f a c t ,  and the record, the Board 
concludes t h a t  the proposed use, which is  proper for a change of non- 
conforming use, i s  objectionable because i t  would tend t o  generate a 
deleter ious external a f f e c t  on the neighborhood i n  which i t  i s  located 
by reason o f  ant ic ipated increase o f  trash on the premises and t r a f f i c  
created by the increased in tens i ty  of use of the subject  property. 
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The Board further concludes, as  a matter of law tha t  this 
application, if granted, would tend t o  adversely a f f ec t  the use o f  
n e i g h b o r i n g  property.
