F I N D I N G S  OF FACT: 

1. The subject property is located i n  an SP Di s t r i c t .  

2. The subject property is presently vacant and has 
been so for  approximately s i x  years. The l a s t  recorded 
Cer t i f ica te  of Occupancy, N o .  €3-36412, was issued on July 
23, 1962 for  use as  an antique shop. An antique shop is  a 
use f irst  permitted i n  a C-2 Dis t r i c t .  

3. The proposed use of the property is  for  a carry-out 
shop for  the off-premises consumption of pizzas and sand- 
wiches. A delicatessen or carry-out is f i r s t  permitted i n  the 
C-2 D i s t r i c t .  The hours of operation a re  proposed t o  range 
from 1O:OO a.m. t o  9:00 porn., Monday through Saturday, and 
11:OO a.m. t o  6:OO p.m. on Sundays. Three employees w i l l  
operate the establishment. 

4. The subject premises is  one of a row of f ive  buildings, 
a l l  of which are  used for  commercial purposes, including a 
restaurant 8 hai r  s ty l ing  establishment # Greek import shop, and 
a bar. 

5.  The proposed use  would serve as a neighborhood f a c i l i t y  
open t o  serve residents of the  area. The use is  of such 
magnitude tha t  it w i l l  not have any major negative impact on 
the  area. Parking spaces a re  neither required nor proposed. 

6. The Municipal Planning Office, by report dated 
March 12, 1976, recommended approval of t h i s  application, 
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because the  proposed chamge i s  a move more i n  the d i r e c t i o n  
of c o n f o r m i t y  w i t h  Sub-section 7104.2 of the Z o n i n g  
R e g u l a t i o n s .  

7 .  The  D u p o n t  C i r c l e  C i t i z e n s  A s s o c i a t i o n  and the 
N o r t h  D u p o n t  C o m m u n i t y  A s s o c i a t i o n  opposed the  application 
on the grounds it would increase the  f l o w  of t r a f f i c  and 
l i t t e r  i n  the neighborhood. 

CONCLUSIONS O F  LAW: 

U p o n  considerat  ion of t he  above application, the B o a r d  
concludes t ha t  the use is  of such magnitude t h a t  it would not 
have a major nega t ive  impact on the  area. T h e  B o a r d  concludes 
t ha t  the  proposed use  is so c lass i f ied t h a t  it would be 
permitted i n  the m o s t  r e s t r i c t ive  zone d i s t r i c t  wherein the 
p r io r  non-conforming use  of the subject property w a s  permit ted,  
as required by Sec t ion  7104.2 of the Z o n i n g  R e g u l a t i o n s .  The 
B o a r d  fu r ther  concludes tha t  the proposed use  would not be 
objectionable, that  it would not affect  the present character or  
f u t u r e  development of the neighborhood, and the standards of 
Sec t ion  7109 of the Z o n i n g  R e g u l a t i o n s  have been m e t .  A c c o r d i n g l y  
it is  therefore ORDERED tha t  the above application be GRANTED.
