BEFORE THE BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT, D. C.

Application No. 12148, of John and Betty Belfiore, pursuant to
Sub-section 8207.2 of the Zoning Regulations, for a special
exception under paragraph 5102.41 to permit a repair garage in
the C-2-A district at the rear of the premises 1437 Newton Street,
N.W. (Square 2678, Lot 832).

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. The property is located in a C-2-A District.

2. The property is improved with a one-story brick structure.
The building was built in 1948, and was used as a garage by the
C & P Telephone Company. The latest Certificate of Occupancy No.
B-1685 was issued July 16,1956 to C & P as a storage garage.

3. The applicant proposes to use the building for wvarious
aspects of automobile repair work, possibly including, brake work,
carburetor and ignition work and transmission repairs.

4. Access to the property is by way of ten (10) foot wide
public alleys connecting to l4th Street and Meridian Place, N.W.

5. The number of vehicle trips to and from the facility will
be very low, considerably less than the number of trips made by C & P.

6. There is a yard at least 25 feet wide for the full length
of the building along its south side.

7. The use will be conducted entirely within the building.
There will be no use made of the open portions of the lot.

8. There will be no driveways within 25 feet of an intersection.

9. There was opposition to the application, primarily based
on the extenct of trash in the area. The Board determined that the
accummalations of trash were on property adjacent to the building
but not owned by the applicant or under his control.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND OPINION:

The Board concludes that due to the low level of vehicular
traffic to be generated and the existed nature of the building, that
the proposed use is consisted with the requirement of Paragraph
5102.41 and Section 7403. The Board concludes that the proposed use
will have no adverse neighborhood impact or negative effects on
surrounding property. It is therefore Ordered that the application
be GRANTED, subject to the following conditions:

1. Approval shall be for a period of three (3) years

2. There shall be no body and fender work permitted.
