~ p p l i c a t i o n  No. 12714 o f  Thomas E. C la rk ,  Inc . ,  pursuan t  t o  Sub- 
s e c t i o n  8207.2 o f  the Zoning Regula t ions ,  f o r  a  s p e c i a l  excpe t ion  
under Paragraph 3101.411 t o  con t inue  t h e  u s e  of  a  park ing  l o t  i n  
t h e  R-1-B D i s t r i c t  a t  t h e  r e a r  of  premises 4434 Connect icut  
Avenue, N.W. (Square 1971, Lot 831) .

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

1. The s u b j e c t  p r o p e r t y  is  l o c a t e d  i n  a n  R-1-B Zone D i s t r i c t  
a t  the r e a r  o f  4434 Connect icut  Avenue, N.W. 

2. The s u b j e c t  p r o p e r t y  h a s  opera ted  f o r  approximately  twenty- 
f i v e  y e a r s  and is p r e s e n t l y  o p e r a t i n g  a s  a pa rk ing  f a c i l i t y  pur- 
s u a n t  t o  t h i s  Board ' s  p rev ious  o r d e r  11366, da ted  August 23, 1973. 

3. The a p p l i c a n t  proposes  t h e  c o n t i n u a t i o n  of t h i s  f a c i l i t y  
t o  s e r v e  a s  acces so ry  park ing  f o r  Thomas E. C l a rk ,  Inc . ,  a  
plumbing b u s i n e s s ,  which is loca t ed  a t  4434 Connec t icu t  Avenue, 
N.W. 

4.  T h e  s u b j e c t  l o t  a b u t s  r e s i d e n t i a l  p r o p e r t i e s  on t h e  w e s t  
s i d e  b u t  is w e l l  sc reened  from t h e  p r o p e r t i e s  b y  a b r i c k  w a l l ,  
f e n c i n g  and shrubbery.  To t h e  e a s t  of  t h e  l o t  is  a n  a l l e y .  

5. The l o t  is a s u r f a c e  park ing  l o t  which is loca t ed  c o n t i -  
gous ly  t o  t h e  u s e  it  proposes  t o  s e r v e ,  w i t h  t h e  on ly  s e p a r a t i o n  
b e i n g  t h a t  o f  an  a l l e y .  

6. The l o t  is  paved w i t h  a n  a l l  weather  impervious s u r f a c e ,  
and accommodates approximately  f o u r t e e n  v e h i c l e s .  

7. T h e  commercial p r o p e r t y  which t h e  l o t  s e r v e s  is o n l y  
twenty-five f e e t  wide, and approximately  140 f e e t  long,  w i t h  no 
a v a i l a b l e  space  t o  p rov ide  parking.  
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8. The parking is  used exc lus ive ly  by Thomas E. Clark,  Inc., 
f o r  parking of t h e i r  s e r v i c e  vehic les .  

9. The Municipal Planning Off ice  a t  the  publ ic  hear ing  of 
t h i s  app l i ca t ion ,  t e s t i f i e d  t h a t  the  l o t  is reasonably necessary 
f o r  the  bus iness  which i t  serves ,  t h a t  t h e  l o t  was f r e e  of d e b r i s  
and t r a s h ,  and t h a t  i t  complied with t h e  previous order  of  the  
Board. The Board s o  f inds .  

10. This a p p l i c a t i o n  was r e f e r r e d  t o  t h e  Department of Transporta- 
t i o n  on June 19, 1978. No repor t  was received from the Department 
of Transpor ta t ion  on t h i s  case.  

11. Advisory Neighborhood Commission 3F made no recommendation 
on t h i s  app l i ca t ion .  

1 2 .  There was no oppos i t ion  t o  the  grant ing  of t h i s  app l i ca t ion .  

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND OPINION:  

Based on the  above Findings of Fact  and t h e  evidence of record,  
t h e  Board is of the  opinion t h a t  the  cont inuat ion  of t h i s  -pa rk ing  
f a c i l i t y  w i l l  not  c r e a t e  any dangerous o r  otherwise objec t ionable  
t r a f f i c  condi t ions.  The use w i l l  not  adverse ly  a f f e c t  neighboring 
o r  surrounding property.  The l o t  is reasonably necessary and 
convenient t o  the  use it  proposes t o  serve.  ~t i s  the re fo re  
ORDERED t h a t  t h i s  a p p l i c a t i o n  i s  hereby GRANTED sub jec t  t o  t h e  
fol lowing CONDITIONS : 

a .  Approval s h a l l  be f o r  a period of four  (4) YEARS 
from t h e  d a t e  of e x p i r a t i o n  of the  previous Cer t i -  
f i c a t e  of Occupancy which may be renewed a t  t h e  
d i s c r e t i o n  of the  Board upon the  f i l i n g  of a proper 
appl ica t ion .  

b. A l l  a r eas  devoted t o  driveways, access  lanes,  and 
parking a reas  s h a l l  be maintained with a paving of 

ma te r i a l  forming an all-weather impervious sur face .  

c.  An e i g h t  inch coping s h a l l  be erec ted  and maintained 
along each s i d e  of a l l  driveways t o  p r o t e c t  t h e  
publ ic  space. 
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B u m p e r  stops shal l  be erected and m a i n t a i n e d  for 
the protec t ion  of a l l  ad jo in ing  bui ld ings .  

No  vehicle or any par t  thereof sha l l  be p e r m i t t e d  t o  
project  over any l o t  or  b u i l d i n g  l i n e  or on or  over  
the pub l i c  space. 

A l l  pa r t s  of the l o t  sha l l  be kept free of r e f u s e  
or  debris and s h a l l  be paved or landscaped. 
L a n d s c a p i n g  sha l l  be m a i n t a i n e d  i n  a healthy g r o w i n g  
c o n d i t i o n  and i n  a nea t  and order ly  appearance. 

No  other sha l l  be conducted f r o m  o r  upon the 
p r e m i s e s  and no s t r u c t u r e  other than an a t t e n d a n t ' s  
shelter s h a l l  be erected or  used upon the p r e m i s e s  
u n l e s s  such u s e  o r  s t r u c t u r e  is o t h e r w i s e  p e r m i t t e d  
i n  the zoning d i s t r i c t  i n  w h i c h  the parking l o t  is  
located. 

A n y  l i gh t ing  used t o  i l l u m i n a t e  the parking l o t  o r  
i t s  accessory b u i l d i n g  s h a l l  be so arranged tha t  
a l l  direct rays of such  l i gh t ing  are conf ined t o  
the surface of the parking lo t .
