GOVERNMENT OF THE DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA
BOARD OF ZONING ADJUSTMENT

Application No. 13301, of 520 E Street Tenant Association,
pursuant to Paragraph 8207.11 of the Zoning Regulations, for

a variance from the use provisions (Section 3104) to use all
floors of the subject premises as an apartment house consisting
of thirty units in an R-4 District at the premises 520 E Street,
N.E., (Square 835, Lot 68).

ORDER ~

The subject application was filed on May 29, 1980. The
same applicant had previously filed Application No. 13237, which
requested various area variances to allow an addition to the
same subject structure. That case was heard by the Board on
May 14, 1980. When the matter came up for a decision by the
Board at its meeting held on June 4, 1980, the staff advised
the Board that the subject application had been filed regarding
the same property. The Chairman ruled to consolidate the two
cases and set them both for hearing, so that the Board could
consider and dispose of all the issues regarding the one property
at one time, and not consider the proposed renovation and use
of the building in a piecemeal fashion.

Before the consolidated cases could be set for hearing,
by letter dated June 18, 1980, the agent for the applicant
requested that the subject case be withdrawn. The agent stated
that the applicant desired a speedy resolution of application
No. 13237, and did not wish to wait for further notice and hear-
ing on the use variance issue. The agent further stated that the
applicant '"made an irrevocable decision not to seek, now or in
the future, a variance to increase the number of units beyond the
24 existing units.'" The applicant further requested that the
filing fee with respect to the subject application be refunded.

At the public meeting held on July 2, 1980, the Chairman ruled
to divide the two cases. Upon consideration of the applicant's
request, it is hereby ordered that the subject application is
WITHDRAWN with PREJUDICE. As stated in Section 3.24 of the
Supplemental Rules of Practices and Procedure before the Board,
"The application fee shall not be refunded upon withdrawal."
