FIP.JnIISGS OF FACT: 

1. The site i s  located on the southeast side of  
Minnesota Avenue between Mash Street to the porth and k a d e  
Street t o  the south. T t  is known as premises 4635-4639 
Mirlnesota Avenue, N . E . ,  and is located i_n an P - 5 - A  District. 
The site comDrises l o t c  1 1 ,  19, 1 3 ,  1 4 ,  15 an@ 1 6  o f  Square 
5 1 6 0 .  

2 .  The s i t e  is vgcant and consists o f  15,000 square 
f e e t  larld area with 1 5 9  feet o f  frontage alonr Minrpsota  
Avenue, N . E .  The rear o f  the lots abut a s i x + e e n  foot wide, 
unjmproved public allev. 

3 .  The propertv f s  bounded: In3  on the snuth hv a 
sinrle familv, two-storv c l ~ t a c h e d  home; (h) nn the west bv 
Fqinnesota Avenue, N . R .  and acyoss the street h v  a church; 
Cc) on the north hp a sin~le-familv, two-story, detached 
home and next t n  the home a small two-s torv  anartnent 
h u i l d i n p ;  ~ n d  ( d )  on the east bv a "p8perrr allev and across 
the allev b~ two sinple-familv, two-storv, detached homes 
and a vacant lot. 

4 .  The area surrounding the site i s  a mixture o f  one 
and two storv, single-familv, detached and semi-detached 
homes and small, two-stoyv, Pour t o  six unit apartment 
buildings. One-hundred vards north across P'innesots Avenue, 
N . E .  from the site i s  the Deanwood Metro Statjon and adjoining 
parking lots. A C-M-1 Pistrict i s  located to the northwest 
o f  the site. An R-2 Pistrict is located t o  the s o u t h .  

5 .  The portion o f  Fainnesota Avenue, N . F .  on which the 
site frovts is not continuous with the main portion o f  
Minnesota Avenue, that runs south o f  Nannie Helen Furroughs 
Avenue, N.E. This discontinuous portion o f  Piinesota Avenue 
r u n s  between T,ee Street, N.F. and Eastern Avenue. I t  j s  a 



two lane road with two additional parkinp: lanes. Except for 
Deanwood Metro Station traffic, the trs-ffic along this 
section o f  Winnesota Avenue, N.E. is strictlv local traffic. 

6. Pursuant to Suh-section 3 1 0 8 . 1  o f  the Zoning 
Requlations. The applicant is seeking a special exception 
under Section 353 t o  allow a suhdivision apd new residential 
development comprising: eight row dwellinps. 

7 .  Sach o f  the Droposed interior lots w i l l  measure 
18.67 feet in width and 1 0 0  feet in depth. The two end lots 
will measure 19 feet in width a n d  100 feet in depth. 

8 .  The applicant proposes to construct aipht fee 
simple, two storv row houses with full basements on the 
site. The dwellines will he constructed of brick and b l o c k .  
The interior lavout will consist of three bedrooms, two and 
one-half baths, living room, dininp room and table space 
kitchen. 

9 .  Each dwellinp will have one ten-foot bv twentv foot 
off-street parkinp. pad in the rear o f f  o f  the sixteen foot 
public allev, which w i l l  be improved by the developer with 
assistance from the Department o f  Public Works and the 
Office of Riisiness and Economic Development. Each lot will 
hpve a rear vard fiftv-five feet in depth. 

10. The Roard  of Zoninp: Adjustment has twice previouslv 
approved the construction o f  eight row dwellinRs on the 
site h!r its order No. 1 4 2 2 0  dated April 9, 1985 and Order 
No. 1 3 9 6 2  dated Januarv 4, 1980. The former applicant 
fa! led to obtain the necessarv huildinp permits within six 
months of the final date o f  each order. That aDprnva1, 
therefore, i s  no longer valid and Roard approval i s  necessarv 
€ o r  develonment o f  t h e  site. 

11. Rv memorandum dated September 9 ,  1 9 8 7 ,  the Office 
of Planninq (OP! recommended approval of the application as 
i t  meets t h e  criteria and ohiectives of Section 353 f o r  new 
r~sidenti~l development in the  R-5-A nistrict. The OP 
recommended that the application he  conditioned as follows: 

a .  The applicant shall dedicate the six feet 
necessarv to increase the allev width to 16 
feet. 

b .  The applicant shall submit R landscape plan 
as  required hv  the Zoning Regulations. 

c. The Roar(! shall receive the reports of tht. 
Board o f  Education, Department o f  Pub l i c  
Works and the Office o f  Housing and Communitv 
Development. 



The Board concurs with the recommendation of the OP 
and finds that the ~nplicant has demonstrated its intention 
to dedicate s i x  feet to increase the alley width to 1 6  feet 
and that the applicant has submitted a landscaping plan to 
the record. The Board further flnds that D . C .  Government 
apencp reports were recieved into the r eco rd  and are 
d i scussed be 1 ow. 

12. R v  memorandum dated September 9, 1987, the Depart- 
ment o f  Public Works reported that i t  has no obiections to 
the approval n f  the apDlication. The Board  concurs. 

13. Fv letter dated Aupust ?8, 1987, the Superintendant 
of D.C. Public Schools reported that "no opposition i s  
expressed bv the public schools to the described property 
development". The Board CODCUPS. 

1 4 .  Rv memorandum dated August 2 5 ,  1987, the Department 
of  Eioiising ard Communitv Development reported that i t  does 
not foresee anv problems with the approval o f  the application 
and that the proposed units w i l l  enhance the character o f  
the area. The h a r d  concurs. 

15. Fv letter dated September 8 ,  1 9 8 7 ,  Advisorv Neighbor- 
hood Commission. ( A N C )  Single Member District 7C02  recomeneed 
approval of the apnlication. A report from ANC-7C was not 
provi ded. 

1 6 .  There was no opposition to the application at the 
public hearing or o f  record. 

cONCLU8IC)PJS OF LAW AND OPINTON: 

Rased OJ! the forepoing findinys of fact and the evidence 
of  record, the noard concludes that the applicant is seeking 
a special exception, the grantinp o f  which requires a 
showjnp of  substantial compliapce with the requirements of 
Sub-section 3108.1 and 353 of the Zoninp Regulations. The 
Roard concludes that the applicants have met the burden of 
p r o o f .  The appropriate l 3 . C .  Government apencies reported 
favorablv on the application. 

The Board further co~cludes that the requested special 
exception c a n  be granted as beinE in harmonv with the 
general purpose and intent o f  the Zoninr Eegulations ar,d Map 
and that i t  will not affect adversely the u s e  o f  neighborinp 
propertv. Accordinfflv, i t  is ORDERED that the application 
be GRAPIJTEP: STTRJECT t o  the CC?NX,ITIOI\T that construction shall 
be i n  accordance with the nlans marlred as Exhibit No. 9 
and modified hy Exhihlt No. 2 8 A  of the record.
