18. In addressing the concerns raised by the oppo-
sition and the conditions recommended by the Office of
Planning, the Board finds that the proposed sgpecial
exception for a change of ncncnnforming use represents a
de~intensification of the existing C-2 use to a use first
permitted in the C-1 District. The Board is persuaded that
the applicant has demonstrated ststantjaL compliance with
the provisions of Section 2003.1 that the Dropa sed use, as
described, represents a neighborhood facility, and that
approval of the application, as hereinafter conditioned,
will not have an adverse impact on the immediate area.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND OPINION:

Based on the foregoing findings of ct and the evi-
dence of record, the Board concludes tha hz applicant is
seeking a special exception, the granting of which requires
a showing of 9ubqtanf1al compliance with the criteria of
Section 2003.1 an@ hat the requested relief can be granted
as in harmony with the qeneral purpcose and intent of the
zoning Regulations and will not tend to affect adversely the
use of neighboring property.

The Board concludes that the applicant has met the
burden of proof. The structure 1s commercial in appearance
and has been used as a tire and battery service facility
which is first pelmLtted in the C-2 District for many vears.
The proposed use 1s first permitted in a C-1 District. The
proposed use will be a neighborhood facility. The applicant
is providing substantially more on-site parking than is
required by the Zoning Regulations. Deliveries will take
place at the existing loading dock at the rear of the
building. The Board concludes that the concerns raised by
the opposition related to the propcsed use of the premises
would apply to the continuance of the existing use or any of
the uses which would be permitted as a special exception
under Section 2003.1 at this site. The Board further
concludes that, as hereinafter conditioned, the granting of
the requested relief will not adversely affect the use of

neighboring property and will be in harmony with the general
purpose and intent of the uonlnq Regulations. The RBoard has
accorded to the ANC the "great weight” to which 1t 1is
entitled.

Accordingly, it is ORDERED that the application is
GRANTED, SUBJECY to the following CONDITIONS:

1. Approval shall be for a periocd of THREE YEARS,

2. The number of employees shall not exceed thirt
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3. The direct rayvs of all exterior lighting shall bhe
confined to the surface of the lot.
