Application No. 14869, of Oak P a r k  Limited Partnership and 
the District of Columbia, pursuant to 11 DCMR 3108.1, f o r  a 
special exception under Section 2 0 5  to establish a child 
development center f o r  forty-two children, ages pre-school 
through junior high school in an R-5-A District at premises 
129-131 Ivanhoe Street, S.W., (Square 6271, Lot 15).

The Board duly provide timely notice of the public 
hearing on this application, by publication in the D . C .  
Register, and by mail to ANC 8D and to owners o f  property 
within 2 0 0  feet of  the site. 

The site o f  the application is located in Advisory 
Neighborhood Commission ("ANC") 8D, which is automatically a 
party to the application, by letter dated September 21, 
1988, submitted a written statement in support of the 
application. 

As directed by 11 DCPdR 3324.2, the Board has required 
the applicant to satisfy the burden of  proving the elements 
which are necessary to establish the case f o r  a special 
exception pursuant to 11 DCMR 209 and 2 0 5 .  No person or 
entity appeared at the hearing or otherwise requested to 
participate as a party in this proceeding. Accordingly, a 
decision by the Board to grant this application would not be 
adverse to any party. 

Based upon the  record before the Board, the Board 
concludes that the applicant has met the burden of proof, 
pursuant to 11 DCMR 3108, and that the requested relief can 
be granted without substantial detriment to the public good 
and without substantially impairing the intent, purpose, and 
integrity o f  the zone plan as embodied in the Zoning 
Regulations and maps. I t  is therefore ORDERED that the 
application i s  granted. 
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Pursuant to 11 DCMR 3 3 0 1 . 1 ,  the Board has determined to 
waive the requirement of  11 DCMR 3 3 3 1 . 3  that the order of 
the Board be accompanied by findings o f  fact and conclusions 
of law. The waiver will not prejudice the rights of any 
party, and is not prohibited by law.
