Register, and by mail to ANC 1 E  and to owners of property 
within 200 feet: of the site. 

The site o E  the application is located in Advisory 
Neighborhood Commission ( "ANC" )  1E. ANC IE, which is 
automaticaily 2 party to the application, by l e t t e r  dated 
October 11, 1988, submitted written issues and concerns in 
support of the application. 

As directed, by 11 DCMR 3324.2, the Board has required 
the applicant to satisfy the burden of proving the elements 
which are necessary to establish the case for a special 
exception pursuant to 11 DCMK 2003. No person or entity 
appeared at the hearing or otherwise reyuested to 
participate as a party in this proceeding. Accordingly, a 
decision by the Eoard to grant this appli-cation would not be 
adverse to any partly. 

B a s e d  upon the record before the B o a r d ,  the Board 
conclizdes that the applicant has met the burden of proof, 
pursuant to 11 DGMR 3 2 0 8 ,  and that the requested relief can 
be qranted as in harmony with the general purpose and intent 
of the Zoning Regulations and Map and will not tend to 
affect adversely the use of neighboring property in 
accordance with said Zoning Regulations an6 Kaps. It is 
therefore ORDERED that the application is G BJTEI), SUBJECT 
to the fol:owjng CONDITIONS: 

1. The delicatessen use shall he confined to the 
portion of the building currently occupied by the 
retail variety store. 
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2. There shall be no on-site consumption of food or 
seating at the premises. 

3. The approved u s e  a.s a delicatessen shall not 
extend to a restaurant or fast food restaurant as 
defined in 11 DCMR 199. 

4 a A l l .  exterior advertising shall be non-illuminated 
and shall be confined to the door and the window 
above the door. 

5 .  The applicant shall provide appropriate trash 
containers near the entrance to the delicatessen 
and shall maintain the adjacent area, including 
the sidewalk and curb, free of trash and debris at 
all times. 

Pursumnt to 3.1 DCMR 3301.1, the Board has determined to 
waive the requirement of 11 DCMR 3331.3 that the order of 
the Board be accompanied by findings of fact and conclusions 
of law. The waiver will not pre-judice the rights of any 
party, and is not prohibited by law.
