The 
Board further concludes that granting the requested relief will not tend to affect adversely the 
use of neighboring property in accordance with the Zoning Regulations and Map. It  is 
therefore ORDERED that the application be GRANTED, SUBJECT to the following 
CONDITIONS: 

1. The number of students shall not exceed 260. 

2. The number of employees shall not exceed 50. 

3. A minimum of 76 parking spaces shall be provided, as identified on Exhibit 30 
of the record. 
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Pursuant to 11 DCMR 3301 . I .  the Board has determined to waive the requirement of 1 1  
DCMR 333 1.3 that findings of fact and conclusions of law accompany the order of the Board. 
The waiver will not prejudice the rights of any party. and is appropriate in this case.
