The above-cited application was filed on February 26, 2001,' without the 
submission of required documentation, including the property owner's 
authorization, Zoning Administrator's referral letter or Self-certification Form, 
photographs, list of property owners within 200 feet, surveyor's plat and statement 
of existing and intended use. The application involves a request to operate a retail 
store in an R-5-A District. The Office of Zoning tried, to no avail, through several 
phone calls (including calls made on April 26, 2001 and August 2, 2001) to 
ascertain from the applicant and his wife their intention with regards to pursuing 
the case. Given the time that has lapsed since the filing of this case and the 
Applicant's inaction with regard to filing deficiencies, the Office of Zoning 
recommended that the Board dismiss this application. 

At the Board's monthly meeting on September 4, 2001, the Oflice of Zoning 
reported the aforementioned status of the application and recommended that the 
Board dismiss the case pursuant to 11 DCMR 5 3 101.7. 

In light of the foregoing, the Board hereby ORDERS that the application be 
DISMISSED.
