SUMMARY ORDER 

SELF-CERTIFIED 

The zoning relief requested in this cpe  was seK-certified, pursuant to 1 1 DCMR 
3 113.2. 

The Board provided proper and timqly notice of the public hearing on this 
application by publication in the D.$. Registe~, and by mail to Advisory 
Neighborhood Commission (ANC) 1B and to owners of property within 200 feet 
of the site. The site of this applicatipn is located within the jurisdiction of ANC 
lB, which is automatically a party application. ANC 1B submitted a report 
in support of the application. The Pl-g (OP) submitted a report in 
support of the application. 

As directed by 11 DCMR $ 3 119.2, the Board has required the Applicant to satisfl 
the burden of proving the elemeots that are necessary to establish the case 
pursuant to 5 3 104.1, for special exdeption under section 223. No parties appeared 
at the public hearing in opposition to this application. Accordingly a decision by 
the Board to grant this application would not be adverse to any party. 

Based upon the record before the Qoard and having given great weight to the OP 
and ANC reports the Board concludes that the Applicant has met the burden of 
proof, pursuant to 11 DCh4R $5 3 104.1 and 223, that the requested relief can be 
granted being in harmony with q e  general purpose and intent of the Zoning 
Regulations and Map. The Board further concludes that granting the requested 
relief will not tend to sect adiversely the use of neighboring property in 
accordance with the Zoning Regula~ons and Map. 

mUsuant to 1 1 DCMR 5 3 101.6, the Board has determined to waive the 
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requirement of 11 DCMR § 3 125.3, that the order of the Board be accompanied 
by findings of fact and conclusions of law. It is therefore ORDERED that this 
application be GRANTED.,
