
ZONING COMMISSION ORDER NO . 717
Case No . 91-17 and 92-4M/89-20C

April 6, 1992

On April 6, 1992 at its regular monthly meeting, the
Zoning Commission for the District of Columbia authorized
a public hearing for the followings

CASE NO . 91--17
(Recycling Processing Facilities)

This is the request of the Office of Planning (OP)
resulting from the absence of applicable regulations
governing the location and operation of recycling
facilities in the District and from the concerns of
various citizens about the adverse impacts of recycling
facilities locating in or near their neighborhoods .
Recycling is not addressed in the current Zoning
Regulations as a permitted or prohibited use in any zone

ALL ANCs district .

The OP proposes to define and to establish the zone
districts where a recycling processing facility can
locate as a special exception and as a matter-of-right .

CASE NO . 92-4M/89-20C
(PUD Modifications @ 2201 N Street, N .W .)

This is the application of CitiState/IBG Number One
General Partnership for a modification of Phase I of a
previously approved planned unit development (PUD)

(Z .C . Order Nos . 690 and 690-A in Z .C . Case No . 89-20C)
located at 2201 N Street, N .W ., in Square 49 .

The instant application requests to modify the previously
approved PUD by including the adjacent Lot 806 in Square
49 at 1312 22nd Street, N .W . in the project . Lot 806
measures 1,587 square feet in land area and is zoned
R-5-8 .

	

No change of zoning is requested for Lot 806 .
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The applicant proposes to improve Lot 806 with an above
grade addition to the north facade of Phase I . The
addition will accommodate residential uses and will
encompass 3,400 square feet of gross floor area, with a
floor area ratio (FAR} of 2 .16 .

	

The height will be 57
feet .

	

The bulk of the addition is located on the
southwest corner of Lot 806 .

The addition will also include a three-level underground
parking garage connected to the existing garage, with an
increase of 12 parking spaces .

The modification affects only the residential component
of the PUD . The overall FAR of the project will be
5 .49 .

It is therefore, hereby ORDERED that Zoning Commission
Case Nos . 91-17 and 92-4M/89-20C be scheduled for public
hearings . The "Notice of Public Hearing" for each case
is forthcoming .
