On motion auly made, seconded and carried with Mr. Davis dissenting the 
following Order was entered on October 7, 1964: 

That the appeals t o  perndt placement of store a t  rear l o t  line as a varSce 
fram the rear yard roquiremnts of ths C;2 District, a t  3440-3452 and rear of 
34363h.60 - U t h  Street, NOW., lo ts  829, 830, part of 833, lo t s  833, 831, 824, 
703 and part of 819, square 2678, be denied for the following reasons: 

(1) From the  records and the evidence adduced a t  the h e a a ,  the Board 
was unable t o  find and appellant was unable t o  prove that by reason of exce-pbiohal 
narrowness, shallowness or shape of the specific piece of proprty, or by reason 
of exce?tional topograhical conditions o r  other extraordinary or exceptional 
situation or condition of the specific piece of property, that the s t r i c t  
application of the regulations w i l l  result in peculiar and exceptional pra-tical 
diff icult ies t o  or exceptional and undue hardship uponthe owner of the property. 
!I!he l o t  in  question i s  nearly trinagular i n  shape and has autple frontage, depth 
and area so a s  not t o  be precluded i n  the placement of the building on the 
property i n  aceordance with the Zoning Regulations, 

(2) In  v i e w  of the above the Board i s  of the opinion that the mUef 
cannot be granted without substantial detriment t o  the public good and without 
substantially inpiring the intent, purpose, and integrity of the %one plan as  
embodied in  the zoning regulations and map.
