On motion duly made, seconded a d  unanimously carried the following W r  
entered on October 27, 1964: 

That the appeal t o  continue operation of a parking lot for five mars 
at 933 and 935 - 25th Street, I.W., l o t  56 and part of lot 55, sgmarcr 28, be 
granted for the following reasons and sabJeot t o  the condition hereinafter se t  
forth2 

(1) A s  the result of an inspection of the property by the Board, and Proen the 
recomb and the evidence adduced a t  the h ~ ~ ,  the BoaPd i"Snds that  the 
continued use sf this propex-by for the parking of automobilee will create no 
dangerous or otherwise objectiom.ble t ra f f ic  conditiom; that the present character 
d future developnt  of the neighborhood WU. nobe affected adversely, and that 
the parkine; lot i s  reasonably necessary and convenient t o  other uses in the 
~uinity. 

(2) fllhis parking l o t  ia operated in conjunction with a smell nonconfolming 
gmwry store and w i l l  be utilized for persons parking by the month, a l l  day 
parkers primarily, and the lo t  w i l l  accomaodate only eight automobiles. 

(3) The Department of Highwap and Traffic offers no objection t o  the 
granting of t h l s  appeal. 

(4) The citizenst assmiations in this area =quested that  the lot  be 
perznltted for  only one year period. 

This Order shall be subject t o t h e  follaning condition: 

(a) Permit shaU issue f o r  a period of five years, but s U  bar 
, subject t o  r e d  i n  t he  discretion of the Board upon the 

filing of a new appeal i n  the manner presdribed by the 
Zoning Re~plationa,
