DATE OF ORDER -- February 11, 1966 

ORDERED : 

That the  appeal f o r  a var iance  from t h e  provisions of Section 3301,l 
of  Zoning Regulations requir ing 900 square f e e t  of h i d  a rea  per u n i t  i n  
conversion of a single-family dwelling i n t o  a th ree  u n i t  apartment a t  315 
Vee S t ree t ,  NE,, l o t  26, Square 3563, be granted, 

From the  records and evidence adduced a t  t h e  hearing, t h e  Board f inds  
the  following f a c t s :  

(1) Appellant's l o t  has a frontage of 26,35 f e e t  on V e e  S t r e e t  and a 
depth of 100 fee t ,  The l o t  contains an  a rea  of 2635 square f e e t  of land, 

(2) The l o t  is improved with a two-story frame building with basement. 

(3) Appellant claims t h e  building has contained 3 apartments, one on 
each f loor,  f o r  an undetermined number of years, 

(4) The s i z e  of t h e  l o t  is less than required by the  Zoning Regulations 
i n  t h e  R-4 D i s t r i c t ,  which requires  2700 square f e e t  of nad i n  order  t o  con- 
v e r t  t o  three  apartment un i t s ,  

(5) There w a s  objec t ion t o  the  granting gf t h i s  appeal regis tered  a t  
t h e  publ ic  hearing, 

OPINION : 

We a r e  of t h e  opinion t h a t  appel lant  has proven a hardship wi th in  the  
meaning of t h e  variance c lause  of t h e  Regulations, and t h a t  a denia l  of  t h e  
request  w i l l  r e s u l t  i n  pecul iar  and exceptional p r a c t i c a l  d i f f i c u l t i e s  and 
exceptional and undue hardship upon t h e  Qwner, 

We a r e  f u r t h e r  of t h e  opinion t h a t  t h i s  r e l i e f  can be granted without 
subs tan t i a l  detriment t o  t h e  publ ic  good and without s u b s t a n t i a l l y  impairing 
t h e  in tent ,  purpose, and i n t e g r i t y  of t h e  zone plan a s  embodied i n  t h e  Zoning 
Regulations and Map,
