and the accomplishments of animal experimentation and by fostering research
and teaching in the biological sciences,

(2) The proposed area to be used for the offices of this non-profit
organization is a part of the same area previously approved by this Board in
BZA Appeal #7196 where the Board granted permission for professional office
use for a portion of the cellar, first and second floors, and is located in
the SP District at 1330 Massachusetts Avenue, NW,

(3) The proposed SP office use within the first floor of the apartment
building will be in harmony with existing uses on neighboring and adjoining
property,

(4) The use will not create dangerous or otherwise objectionable
traffic conditions, The property owners will provide parking spaces,

(5) ©No neighboring property cwner will be adversely affected because
the proposed office use will be located in its entirety within the first
floor area and no part thereof will be visible from the neighboring properties,
