On motion duly  made, seconded and unanimously ca r r i ed ,  t h e  following order  
was en te red  a t  a meeting of t h e  Board on March 30, 1966. 

ORDERED : EFFECTIVE U T E :  A p r i l  6, 1966 

That t h e  p e t i t i o n  f o r  a rehear ing  o r  i n  t h e  a l t e r n a t i v e  a reques t  f o r  
r econs ide ra t ion  of t h e  appeal  f o r  a var iance  from t h e  minimum l o t ,  width, and 
a r e a  requirements of t h e  R-4 D i s t r i c t  t o  permit e r e c t i o n  of 3 s ingle-family 
dwell ings a t  746-748 - 9 t h  S t r e e t ,  S.E., l o t s  810 and 811, square 950, be  
granted i n  p a r t  and denied i n  p a r t .  

From t h e  records and t h e  evidence adduced, t h e  B o ~ r d  f inds  t h e  fol lowing 
f a c t s :  

(1) The f a c t s  a r e  e s s e n t i a l l y  t h e  same a s  e x i s t e d  a t  t h e  time of t h e  
~ o a r d ' s  Order e f f e c t i v e  March 4, 1966. The Board incorpora tes  t h e  f a c t s  from 
t h a t  Order. 

(2) A s  a d d i t i o n a l  f a c t s ,  t h e  Board f i n d s  t h a t  t h e  average l o t  i n  t h i s  a r e a  
has  a width of 16 f e e t .  

(3) The average l o t  i n  t h i s  a r e a  has a l o t  area of 1486 square f e e t .  

(4) The Marine Barracks are loca ted  ac ross  t h e  street from t h i s  property.  

OPINION : 

The p e t i t i o n  f o r  a rehear ing  i s  denied. However, accept ing  t h e  request  f o r  
recons idera t ion ,  t h e  Board concludes t h a t  t h e  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal  would not  
be de t r imenta l  t o  t h e  surrounding area.  Appel lan t ' s  l o t s  would be cons i s t en t  
with t h e  e x i s t i n g  l o t s  i n  t h e  area. Therefore, t h e  Board concludes t h a t  t h i s  
va r i ance  may be granted without doing v io l ence  t o  t h e  Zoning Regulations and 
Map .

Arthur Davis 
d issent ing ,  t h e  following Order was entered  a t  a meeting of t h e  Board on 
March 4, 1966. 

ORDERED : EFFECTIVE DATE: March 4, 1966 

That t h e  appeal f o r  a var iance  from t h e  minimum l o t ,  width and a rea  requirements 
of t h e  R-4 D i s t r i c t  t o  permit e r e c t i o n  of 3 single-family dwellings a t  
746-748 - 9 t h  S t r e e t ,  S.E,, l o t s  810 and 811, square 950, be denied. 

From t h e  records and t h e  evidence adduced a t  t h e  publ ic  hearing, t h e  Board 
f i n d s  t h e  following f a c t s :  

(1) The dimensions of appel lant  's l o t s  a r e  23,8 and 24.4 f e e t  i n  width; 100. 
10% f e e t  i n  depth on l o t s  810 and 811 respect ive ly .  Lot 810 contains 2386 square 
f e e t  of land. Lot 811 contains 2454 square f e e t  of land. 

(2) Appellant proposes t o  e r e c t  t h r e e  s i n g l e  family dwellings with a 16 foot  
:ontage f o r  each rpructure.  

(3) Minimum l o t  dimensions f o r  row dwellings i n  t h e  R-4 D i s t r i c t  a r e  1800 
square f e e t  i n  l o t  a rea  and 18 f e e t  i n  width. 

(4) The Capitol  H i l l  Restorat ion Society and t h e  Capitol  H i l l  Southeast 
Ci t izens  Associat ion have expressed t h e i r  support f o r  t h e  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal. 

(5) There was no opposi t ion t o  t h e  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal expreseed a t  t h e  
publ ic  hearing. 

OPINION :
