EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER: May 17, 1966 
ORDERED : 

That t h e  appeal f o r  permission t o  e s t a b l i s h  a parking l o t  t o  run 
concurrent with e x i s t i n g  parking l o t s  a t  1727 - 20th S t r e e t ,  NOW,, 
l o t  18, square 110, be condi t ional ly  granted. 

As a r e s u l t  of an inspect ion  of t h e  property and from t h e  record and 
t h e  evidence adduced a t  t h e  publ ic  hearing, t h e  Board f inds  t h e  following 
f a c t s  : 

(1) An inspect ion  of t h e  property was made by t h e  Board on 
March 21, 1966. 

(2) Appellant 's l o t  i s  not  paved and has a small br ick  building 
a t  t h e  r e a r  of t h e  l o t .

(3) The adjoining parking l o t  was found t o  be/good r e p a i r  and 

well  managed, 

(4) Lot 18 has a 21 foot  frontage on 20th S t r e e t  and a depth of 
140 f e e t  t o  a publ ic  a l l ey .  

(5) Appellant proposes t o  add l o t  18 t o  the  e x i s t i n g  parking l o t  
on t h e  adjoining l o t .  

(6) Appellant 's  l o t  is  located i n  an R-5-B D i s t r i c t  with C-3-B 
and R-5-C zoning i n  t h e  v i c i n i t y ,  

(7) The Department of Highways and T r a f f i c  of fered  no objec t ion  
t o  t h e  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal. 

(8) In Appeal NO. 7556, t h e  Board granted permission t o  continue 
a parking l o t  f o r  f i v e  years  on l o t s  16 and 17, square 110, The Order 
was entered  on January 6, 1964. 

(9) No opposi t ion t o  t h e  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal was reg i s t e red  
a t  t h e  publ ic  hearing. 

OPINION: 

The Board i s  of the  opinion t h a t  t h i s  l o t  w i l l  c r e a t e  no dangerous 
o r  otherwise object ionable t r a f f i c  condit ions,  t h a t  t h e  present  charac ter  
and f u t u r e  development of t h e  neighborhood w i l l  no t  be adversely a f fec ted ,  
and t h a t  t h e  l o t  i s  reasonably necessary and convenient t o  o ther  uses i n  
t h e  v i c i n i t y .  
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This Order s h a l l  be subjec t  t o  t h e  following conditions: 

Permit s h a l l  i s s u e  t o  run u n t i l  January 6, 1969, but 
s h a l l  be subjec t  t o  renewal i n  t h e  d i s c r e t i o n  of t h e  
Board upon t h e  f i l i n g  of a  new appeal i n  t h e  manner 
prescribed by t h e  Zoning Regulations, 

A l l  a reas  devoted t o  driveways, access lanes,  and 
parking a reas  s h a l l  be paved with mater ia ls  which 
form an all-weather impervious surface,  

The l o t  s h a l l  be so  designed t h a t  no veh ic le  o r  any 
p a r t  thereof s h a l l  p ro jec t  over any l o t  o r  bui ld ing 
l ine .  

A l l  p a r t s  of t h e  l o t  not  devoted t o  parking areas ,  
driveways, access lanes,  a t t endan t ' s  s h e l t e r ,  o r  
required screening walls s h a l l  be kept f r e e  of r e fuse  
and debr i s  and s h a l l  be paved o r  landscaped. Land- 
scaping s h a l l  be maintained i n  a  heal thy growing 
condit ion and i n  a neat and order ly  appearance, 

No o the r  use s h a l l  be conducted from or  upon the  
premises and no s t r u c t u r e s  o ther  than an  a t t endan t ' s  
s h e l t e r  s h a l l  be erec ted  or  used upon t h e  premises 
unless such use o r  s t r u c t u r e s  a r e  otherwise per- 
mit ted i n  t h e  zoning d i s t r i c t  i n  which t h e  parking 
l o t  i s  located. 

Any l i g h t i n g  used t o  i l luminate  t h e  parking l o t  o r  
i ts  accessory bui ld ing s h a l l  be s o  arranged t h a t  
a l l  d i r e c t  rays  of such l i g h t i n g  a r e  confined t o  
the  su r face  of t h e  parking l o t ,  

The Board reserves  t h e  r i g h t  t o  d i r e c t  revocation of t h e  occupancy 
permit upon a proper showing t h a t  any terms o r  condit ions of t h i s  Order 
have been v io la ted .
