t h e  f o l l o w i n t  Order o f  t h e  Board w a s  e n t e r e d  a t  i t s  meeting on 
March 30, 1966. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER -- June 8, 1966 

ORDERED : 

That t h e  appea l  f o r  permiss ion t o  e s t a b l i s h  a park ing  l o t  
a t  2110 and 2123 - l l t h  S t r e e t ,  NW., l o t s  16 and 18,  squa re  331, 
be  denied.  

A s  a r e s u l t  of  an  i n s p e c t i o n  of  t h e  p rope r ty  and from t h e  
r eco rd  and t h e  evidence adduced a t  t h e  p u b l i c  hear ing ,  t h e  Board 
f i n d s  t h e  fo l lowing  f a c t s :  

(1) An i n s p e c t i o n  of t h e  p rope r ty  w a s  made on March 21, 1966. 

(2)  Appel lan ts '  l o t s  are vacan t  and unpaved. The l o t s  a b u t s  
and surround a s i n g l e  fami ly  dwel l ing.  The l o t s  a r e  acces sab le  
from a p u b l i c  a l l e y  i n  t h e  rear. A t  t h e  t i m e  o f  i n s p e c t i o n ,  auto-  
mobi les  w e r e  u s ing  t h e  l o t s  f o r  parking.  

(3 )  Appel lan ts '  l o t s  a r e  l o c a t e d  i n  a R-5-B D i s t r i c t .  

( 4 )  Both of a p p e l l a n t s '  l o t s  have a 20 f o o t  f r o n t a g e  on l l t h  
S t r e e t  and a dep th  o f  94.875 f e e t .  The l o t s  c o n t a i n  a t o t a l  o f  
3795 square  f e e t  of  land.  

(5 )  Appel lan t  proposes t o  use  t h e  l o t s  t o  serve employees 
of PEPCO Which occupies  b u i l d i n g s  i n  t h e  v i c i n i t y .  

(6 )  The Department of  Highways and T r a f f i c  o f f e r s  no 
o b j e c t i o n  t o  t h e  g r a n t i n g  of t h i s  appeal .  

(7 )  Opposi t ion w a s  expressed  a t  t h e  pub l i c  hea r ing  t o  t h e  
g r a n t i n g  of t h i s  appeal .

OPINION: 

The Board is of the opinion that the establishment of this 
parking lot is not reasonably necessary to serve other uses in 
the vicinity. 

Further, the Board concludes that the use of these lots for 
parking will have an adverse affect upon the homes in very close 
proximity to the lots. The establishment of these lots in an 
R-5-B District is not consistent with the purpose, and intent of 
the Zoning Regulations and Map.
