PUBLIC HEARING -- November 16, 1966 

Appeal No. 9019 Angelina and Dino Formant, appel lants .  

The Zoning Administrator of t h e  D i s t r i c t  of Columbia, appel lee.  

On motion duly made, seconded and c a r r i e d  with M r .  
W i l l i a m  F. McIntosh no t  pa r t i c i pa t i ng ,  t he  following Order was 
entered a t  t h e  meeting of t he  ~ o a r d  on November 29, 1966. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER -- Jan. 13, 1967 

ORDERED : 

That t he  appeal f o r  a variance from t h e  minimum area  require-  
ments of t he  R-4 D i s t r i c t  t o  permit e rec t ion  of two single-family 
dwellings a t  800-802 D S t r e e t ,  SE., l o t  821, square 924, be 
granted condi t ional ly .  

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

(1) Appellant 's  property is  located  i n  an R-4 D i s t r i c t  and 
has an a rea  of approximately 3,000 square f e e t .  

(2 )  The represen ta t ive  appearing s t a t e d  t h a t  he was t h e  
con t r ac t  purchases of t h e  property,  sub jec t  t o  a favorable 
decis ion  of t he  Board. 

(3) It i s  proposed t o  e r e c t  two 3-story single-family 
dwellings on t he  property,  each having a f rontage  of 20 f e e t  on 
D S t r e e t ,  SE. 

(4 )  I t  was s t a t e d  t h a t  one of the  sites would have an a r ea  
of 1,572 square f e e t  and t h e  o the r  an a rea  of 1,550 square f e e t .  
Both houses would provide o f f - s t r e e t  parking i n  t he  r e a r  of t h e  
dwelling. 

(5) According t o  t he  drawings submitted a t  t h e  hearing, 
access t o  t he  parking space f o r  one of t he  dwellings i s  obtained 
by cross ing t he  r e a r  por t ion  of t he  adjacent  l o t .  

(6)  Minimum l o t  dimensions f o r  dwellings i n  t h e  R-4 D i s -  
t r i c t  a r e  1,800 square f e e t  i n  a rea  and 18 f e e t  i n  width. 



( 7 )  The Cap i to l  H i l l  Res tora t ion  Socie ty  f avors  t h e  
g ran t ing  of t h i s  appeal.  No oppos i t ion  t o  t h e  g ran t ing  of t h i s  
appeal was r e g i s t e r e d  a t  t h e  publ ic  hearing.  

OPINION: 

Although a p p e l l a n t s "  l o t  d e v i a t e s  from t h e  requirements 
f o r  l o t s  i n  t h e  R-4 D i s t r i c t ,  t h e  Board concludes t h a t  t h e  
g ran t ing  of t h i s  appeal w i l l  n o t  be de t r imen ta l  t o  t h e  surrounding 
a r e a  and w i l l  be c o n s i s t e n t  i n  width and area with o t h e r  improved 
l o t s  i n  t h e  neighborhood. 

Fur the r ,  w e  a r e  of t h e  opinion t h a t  a p p e l l a n t s  have proved 
a hardship wi th in  t h e  meaning of t h e  var iance  c lause  of t h e  
Zoning Regulations,  and t h a t  f a i l u r e  t o  g r a n t  t h e  requested r e l i e f  
w i l l  prevent  a reasonable use of t h e  proper ty  a s  zoned. The 
g ran t ing  of t h i s  appeal w i l l  no t  adverse ly  a f f e c t  t h e  use  of 
neighboring proper ty  nor impair t h e  i n t e n t ,  purpose and i n t e g r i t y  
of t h e  zone plan as embodied i n  t h e  Zoning Regulations and maps. 

This  Order s h a l l  be s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  following condi t ion:  

A covenant s h a l l  be provided by a p p e l l a n t s  t o  
insu re  an access  easement a c r o s s  t h e  rear of 
what i s  c a l l e d  Lot 2 1  i n  Exhib i t  No. 1 0 .  Such 
covenant s h a l l  run f o r  s o  long as t h e  improve- 
ments on Lot 22 e x i s t  o r  s o  long as t h e  o f f -  
street parking space i s  requi red  by t h e  Zoning 
Regulations.
