On motion duly made, seconded and unanimously ca r r i ed ,  
t h e  following Order was entered  a t  t h e  meeting of t h e  Board on 
February 15, 1967. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - D e c .  11, 1967 

ORDERED : 

That t h e  appeal f o r  permission t o  provide 10 accessony 
parking spaces,  l o t s  844-847 i nc lu s ive ,  square 1200, q t  3258-70 
M S t r e e t ,  NW., t o  serve  r e s t au r an t  loca ted  a t  3218 @ S t r e e t ,  
NW, be cond i t iona l ly  granted a s  amended. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

(3,) The sub j ec t  parking l o t  i s  located  i n  a C-M-2 D i s t r i c t .  

(2) The Board inspected t h e  sub j ec t  property on February 
13, 1967 and found t h a t  t h e  sub jec t  property i s  now used a s  a 
publ ic  parking l o t .  The proper$y was paved and order ly .  

(3) The proposed parking w i l l  se rve  a r e s t au r an t  loca ted  
on t he  f i r s t  and p a r t  of t h e  second f l o o r s  of 3218 M S t r e e t ,  NW. 

(4)  It  i s  proposed t o  expand t h e  f a c i l i t i e s  t o  t h e  e n t i r e  
second f l o o r  of t h e  premises thereby requ i r ing  add i t i ona l  parking 
t o  be provided. 

(5) The proposed parking w i l l  be loca ted  wi th in  t h e  same 
square a s  t he  p r i nc ipa l  use,  however, t h e r e  i s  an a l l e y  d iv id ing  
t h e  p r i nc ipa l  use from t h e  parking area .  

(6) The s i te  of t h e  parking l o t  i s  wi th in  800 f e e t  of t h e  
p r i nc ipa l  use. The parking spaces a r e  s o  loca ted  t h a t  they w i l l  
be reasonable convenient f o r  t h e  gues t s  of premises 3218 M 
S t r e e t ,  NW. 



(7) The parking l o t  w i l l  provide t e n  parking spaces f o r  
use by t h e  pa t rons  of t h e  r e s t a u r a n t .  

(8) Opposition t o  t h e  g ran t ing  of t h i s  appeal w a s  r e g i s -  
t e r e d  a t  t h e  pub l i c  hearing.  The C i t i z e n s  Associat ion of 
Georgetown opposed t h e  g ran t ing  of t h i s  appeal ,  

OPINION : 

It i s  t h e  opinion of t h e  Board t h a t  t h e  proposed accessory 
parking spaces are s o  loca ted  as they  are n o t  l i k e l y  t o  become 
objec t ionable  t o  ad jo in ing  o r  nearby proper ty  because of noise ,  
t r a f f i c  o r  o t h e r  objec t ionable  condi t ions ,  The parking w i l l  be 
i n  harmony with the genera l  purpose and i n t e n t  of t h e  Zoning 
Regulations and Map and w i l l  n o t  tend t o  a f f e c t  adverse ly  t h e  
use of neighboring property.  I n  add i t ion ,  t h e  p a r k i n g , i s  wi th in  
reasonable proximity t o  t h e  l o c a t i o n  of t h e  premises Chich i h  
w i l l  serve.  

This  Order s h a l l  be s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  fol lowing condit ion:  

Appellant s h a l l  provide a covenant running w i t h  
t h e  l and  t h a t  w i l l  r e q u i r e  t h e s e  t e n  (10)  o f f -  
street parking spaces  t o  be maintained and a v a i l -  
able s o  long as any p a r t  of premises 3218 M 
S t r e e t ,  NW is  used as a r e s t a u r a n t .  

Certificate of Occupancy s h a l l  n o t  i s s u e  u n t i l  a p p l i c a n t  
has  complied with t h e  foregoing condi t ion ,  Fur ther ,  t h e  Board 
r e s e r v e s  t h e  r i g h t  t o  d i r e c t  revocat ion of t h e  occupancy permit 
upon a proper showing t h a t  any terms o r  condi t ions  of t h i s  Order 
have been v i o l a t e d ,
