On motion duly made, seconded and ca r r ied ,  with M r .  
Samuel Scrivener,  Jr. absent,  the  fdllowing Order was entered 
a t  t he  meeting of t he  Board on March 28, 1963. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - May 15, 1967 

ORDERED : 

That the  appeal f o r  permission t o  e s t a b l i s h  pre-school and 
kindergarten a t  4801 - 16th S t r e e t ,  NW., l o t s  1 through 6 inclu-  
s i ve ,  801,802, square 2708, be condi t ional ly  granted. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

(1) The subject  property i s  located i n  an R-1-B District 

(2) The Board made an e x t e r i o r  inspect ion of t h e  property 
on March 21 ,  1967. The property is  a l a r g e  c o m e r  l o t  with an 
e x i s t i n g  church building and a classroom building. There i s  a 
l a rge  fenced a rea  adjacent  t o  t h e  church. 

(3) The church proposes t o  operate a pre-school and kinder- 
gar ten  during t h e  day f o r  neighborhood children.  The school w i l l  
operate from the  e x i s t i n g  f a c i l i t i e s .  

( 4 )  The chi ldren w i l l  range i n  age from 2 t o  5 years  with 
a maximum number of seventy (70) chi ldren.  There w i l l  be groups 
of approximately 25 t o  30 a t  a t i m e .  

(5) The school w i l l  operate f i v e  (5) days a week during 
t he  hours from 8:30 a.m. t o  5:00 p.m. There w i l l  be one teacher 
f o r  each twelve chi ldren.  

(6) No t ranspor ta t ion  w i l l  be provided f o r  t he  chi ldren 
by the  church. 



(7 )  Appellants s t a t e  t h a t  t h e  fenced play a r e a  on t h e  
church property is  i n  excess  of 110 f e e t  by 60 f e e t ,  o r  6,600 
square f e e t .  There i s  a l s o  indoor p lay  area and t h e  balance 
of t h e  unfenced property.  

(8)  Appellants s tate t h a t  t h e  day school i s  necessary and 
convenient t o  t h e  neighborhood as t h e r e  i s  no o t h e r  comparable 
f a c i l i t y  i n  t h e  neighborhood. I t  w i l l  f u l f i l l  a v i t a l  need a s  
t h e  mothers of pre-school c h i l d r e n  w i l l  be a b l e  t o  seek and ob ta in  
remunerative employment. 

( 9 )  The record conta ins  a p e t i t i o n  s igned by 1 7  persons 
from t h e  neighborhood support ing t h i s  appeal.  There was oppo- 
s i t i o n  r e g i s t e r e d  a t  t h e  pub l i c  hearing.  The f i l e  conta ins  4 
letters opposing t h i s  appeal.  

OPINION : 

W e  are of t h e  opinion t h a t  t h i s  proposed rpre-school and 
kindergarten i s  s o  loca ted  and t h e  a c t i v i t i e s  t h e r e i n  w i l l  be such 
t h a t  it is  n o t  l i k e l y  t o  become objec t ionable  t o  ad jo in ing  and 
nearby property because of noise ,  t r a f f i c ,  number of ch i ld ren ,  o r  
o the r  objec t ionable  condi t ions.  W e  are f u r t h e r  of t h e  opinion 
t h a t  t h i s  school i s  reasonably necessary and convenient t o  t h e  
neighborhood which it i s  proposed t o  serve. 

The Order s h a l l  be s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  following condit ion:  

The major i ty  of ch i ld ren  i n  the school s h a l l  
come from wi th in  a t e n  (10) block r a d i u s  of 
t h e  school  premises.
