On motion duly made, seconded and unanimously ca r r i ed ,  
t he  following Order was entered a t  t h e  meeting of the  Board on 
July  1 9 ,  1967. 

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - May 31, 1967  

ORDERED : 

That t h e  appeal f o r  permission t o  e s t a b l i s h  a pre-school 
f o r  approximately 60 chi ldren a t  4501 - 16th Street, NW., l o t s  
804  and 48, square 2702, be condit ional ly granted. 

F I N D I N G S  OF FACT: 

[ l ]  The subject  property i s  located i n  an R-1-B D i s t r i c t .  

121 The property i s  improved with a l a rge  church building 
and an accessory building t o  serve uses o ther  than worship ser- 
vices .  

[3] It  i s  proposed t o  operate a pre-school on t he  church 
property f o r  approximately 60 chi ldren.  

[4] The Child Day Care Association w i l l  operate the  pro- 
gram. The Association i s  a :p r iva te  organization operat ing with 
funds from the  Office of Economic Opportunity through the  United 
Planning Organization. I t  is  designed t o  f r e e  mothers during 
t he  day t o  be ga infu l ly  employed. 

[51 The chi ldren w i l l  come from t h e  Cardozo area.  The 
upper p a r t  of the  area  i s  bounded by Spring Road and runs from 
16th Street t o  Georgia Avenue. 

[61 There w i l l  be one profess ional  teacher  f o r  every 15 
chi ldren.  Each teach w i l l  have a t  k a s t  two a ides  who w i l l  
receive on-the-job t r a in ing  a s  day-@are a ides .  



(7) The program w i l l  operate  f i v e  days a week during the  
hours 7:30 a.m. t o  6:00 p.m. 

[8]  No opposi t ion t o  t he  grant ing  of t h i s  appeal was 
r eg i s t e r ed  a t  t he  public  hearing. 

OPINION : 

We a r e  of t he  opinion t h a t  t h i s s h o o 1  w i l l  perform a com- 
munity se rv ice  and i s  s o  located  and t he  a c t i v i t i e s  t he r e in  a r e  
such t h a t  t h e  school w i l l  no t  l i k e l y  t o  be come object ionable t o  
adjoining and nearby property.  Further ,  t he  proposed school i s  
reasonably necessary and convenient t o  t he  neighborhood t h a t  it 
i s  proposed t o  serve. There i s  ample play space on t h e  property 
t o  accommodate t h e  ch i ld ren  who w i l l  a t t end  t h i s  school. 

This Order s h a l l  be sub jec t  t o  t h e  following condit ions:  

( a )  Permit s h a l l  i s sue  f o r  a period of one (1) 
year  but  s h a l l  be sub jec t  t o  renewal i n  t h e  
d i s c r e t i on  of t h e  Board upon t he  f i l i n g  of 
a new appeal i n  the  manner prescribed by 
t he  Zoning Regulationsb 

(b) A majori ty of t he  chi ldren  a t tending t h i s  
school s h a l l  come from within a t e n  (10) 
block rad ius  of t h e  school premises.
