On motion duly made, seconded and unanimously ca r r i ed ,  
t h e  following Order was entered  a t  t h e  meeting of t he  Board on 
June 20, 1967. 

EFFECTIVE DAFE OF ORDER - O c t .  16, 1967 

ORDERED : 

That t h e  appeal t o  r e i n s t a t e  BZA Order i n  Appeal 8443 f o r  
enlargement of e x i s t i n g  phi lanthropic  i n s t i t u t i o n  on l o t  808 t o  
include l o t s  17,810 and 811 and p a r t  of a l l e y  closed,  square 
3341 a t  220 - 224 Sheridan S t r e e t ,  and 6200 - 2nd S t r e e t ,  NW., be 
granted. 

FINDINGS OF FACT: 

(1) The Board previously granted t h i s  same appeal i n  BZA 
Nos. 8443-8444 by Order of November 24, 1965. 

(2) Appellant states t h a t  t h e  cur ren t  reques t  is t h e  same 
a s  i n  t h e  previous appeal and t h a t  t he r e  has been no a l t e r a t i o n  
i n  t h e  plans.  

(3) The Order of November 24, 1965 expired before a l l  of 
the  a r c h i t e c t u r a l  work w a s  completed and t h e  necessary permits 
obtained. 

( 4 )  The cur ren t  plans represent  t h e  f i r s t  s t age  i n  t h e  
development of t h e  site and covers approximately 30% of the pro jec t .  

(5) The condit ions remain as they ex i s t ed  a t  t he  t i m e  of 
t h e  previous Order. 

(6)  There was objec t ion  r eg i s t e r ed  a t  t h e  publ ic  hearing 
with respec t  t o  t he  poss ib le  c los ing of t h e  a l l e y  behind Sheridan 
S t r ee t .  



OPINION : 

W e  incorporate he re  t h e  Order i ssued i n  Appeal No.6 8443- 
8444  issued November 2 4 ,  1965. The Board concludes t h a t  the  
f a c t s  remain a s  they were on the  da t e  of t h e  previous Order and 
t h a t  t h e  granting of t h i s  appeal is consis tent  with t h a t  previous 
Order. 

The Board requires  t h a t  t h e  p ro jec t  provide f o r  a l l e y  access 
t o  Sheridan S t r ee t .
