On motion duly mde, seconded and nnanboaely a r r i e d ,  the follcrwing 
W e r  was entered a t  the meeting of the Board on July 19, 1967. 

That the appeal for  variance from use provisions of R-3 District 
t o  permit a two-family f l a t  a t  127 Hamilton St. #.We, l o t  63, square 
3396, be &ed. 

FUDWGS OF FACT : 

1. The subject property i s  located in  an R-3 District. 

2. The property is improved with a two-atom briek dwelling. 

3. The property became a matter of probate July 30, 1966 i n  the 
United States District Court (Estate of Erma We Laws). 

4. The property was purchased by the deceased appmrimately 10 
years ago and the building then contained two units. Testirrtblly indicates 
that  the property has been continuously used a s  a two-family duelling. 

5. The origlnal building psrmit a201396 authorized the conetruction 
of a duelling on the  subject s i te .  

6. Permit #21707 issued on July 29, 1947 authorised the instal lat ion 
of a gas range and i s  the only permit isrsued i n  regard t o  the subject 
property since the original permit was issued. 

7. Opposition t o  the granting of t h i s  appeal was registered a t  
the public hearing. The record containe a petition of opposition from 
neighboring property wners. 

We are of the opinion that  the appellant has p m e n  a hardrhip 
within the meaning of the trariance abuse  of the Zoning Regulations 
and tha t  a denial of the mquested re l ief  w i l l  result i n  p c u l i a r  and excep 
tional praatiaal d i f f icul t ies  and undue hardship upon the clwners. Appellant's 
property i s  such that  t o  require a conrereion t o  eorrgspond t o  the R-3 
Distr ict  would pose substantial problems. In addition, we hold that 
the requested re l ief  &in be granted without substantial detriment t o  the  
public good, and without substantially impairing the intent, parpose, 
and integrity of the zone plan a s  embodied in the Zoning Regalations and
