the following Order was entered at the meeting of the Board
on January 24, 1968.

EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDER - December 16, 1968
ORDERED:

That the appeal for permission to establish a non-profit
organization (Disabled American Veterans) to occupy 4,759
square feet on the first floor of the Cambridge House at
1221 Massachusetts Avenue, N.W., lot 44, Square 282, be
granted.

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. The subject property is located in an SP District.

2. The property is improved with an SP apartment
building with SP office use permitted under authority
of Order of the Board of Zoning Adjustment in Appeal No.
7669, effective June 2, 1964, Columbia Realty Company
being the appellant.

3. It is proposed that the Disabled American Veterans
be permitted to occupy a portion of the first floor as the
National Service Headquarters of this organization.

4. There are presently 12 employees. The National
Service Headquarters of this organization consists of the
national legislative staff whose principal duty is to
promote favorable legislation in behalf of all disabled
veterans and their dependents. Representatives of the
Disabled American Veterans and their clerical staff will
be available daily to assist claimants with their claims
for benefits, principally from the V.A. and other Federal
agencies as well. The Disabled American Veterans is a
charitable, non-profit organization which has been
chartered by Congress to perform the noted services. A
copy of the Constitution and by-laws and official
rituals of this organization are contained in BZA File
#9484 .
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5. A copy of the letter from the Treasury Department
indicating the tax exempt status of this organization is
also contained in this file.

6. Six off-street parking spaces will be assigned for
the use of this organization.

7. The building itself provides a total of 68 parking
spaces.

8. The area in the building to be occupied by the
Disabled American Veterans is currently being used by a
dance studio.

9. No opposition to the granting of this appeal was
registered at the public hearing.

OPINION:

We are of the opinion that this proposed occupancy
will not adversely affect the present character and
future development of the neighborhood. The use will
not substantially impair the purpose, intent or integrity
of the Zoning Regulations and Map.

This Order does not 1imit the floor area or location
of the organization within the building.
